I am not particularly proud of this, but, unlike others who have submitted Bushy Tales inputs, I can’t remember a single name of any of my teachers at CHS.  What I CAN remember are the many names and faces from my life at Bushy other than school.  Let’s face it, the long bus rides on Sunday afternoons and Friday evenings and life between 3 PM and 8 AM held a lot more interest than classes!  
Let me know if you remember some of these folks that helped make the long rides back and forth between Bushy Park and RAF Manston survivable…Carol and Ted Albert, Sandra and Bill Dawe, Clyde Seabolt and John and Warren Boyd.  
I attended CHS from Sept ‘56 - Mar ‘58...my freshman and part of my sophomore years.  A very green, naïve kid in Sep ‘56, I was initially placed with two other Manstonites, Alex Wolfe and Jerry Brooks, in a dorm room.  Big mistake!  After a particularly irresponsible and raucous evening, Mr. Pickering, our wing supervisor (remember him, guys, bald and about 110 pounds soaking wet?) separated us.  
I went with an older guy on his third time around in the 9th grade.  Bigger mistake!  That roomie almost led me right out the door.  We got caught returning from a very late night foray over the wall (remember the coke bin next to the gate near the school entrance, a convenient way to get over that tall stone wall?) for that mildly alcoholic apple cider from the little store about halfway to Kingston, on which one could get mildly looped. 
Mr. Monroe, the dorm director, (what a cool dude!) gave me another chance and moved me to a new roomie, George Bochman.  That worked.  George, thanks for being such a good buddy and a good influence.  
Remember some of these other freshman names that helped make life interesting in “56-’57?  Ray Curry, Dan Rysselberg, Dieter Busch, and Bobby Washington?  That year I also became fascinated with rock and roll.  I remember being the happiest guy around when Louis Dixon (a real cool black dude…he roomed with Howard Rousch in the junior wing I think) sold me his old, very used copy of Little Richard’s Long Tall Sally/Slippin’and a‘Slidin’ for a buck script.  
Then, of course, an impressionable young guy couldn’t but help be impressed with the really cool guys with the cool hair and custom-made Alexander trousers.  I particularly remember Ralph Stanfield (“Dixie Peach to make it stay in place and Brylcreem to make it shine”) and Doc Ferguson.   Lest one get the wrong impression from all this, I was an athlete, lettering two years in soccer and one in track.  
Some of the names from the soccer team:  Gunther Sturm (a German guy and our goalie…the main reason we actually won some games), Ralph Stanfield, Ted Albert, my soph roommate, Steve Thompson, a really good black athlete, and our coach, Mr. Churchill, the junior wing supervisor. Two really good track stars I remember were Sheldon Leonard (not sure of that last name) and Bob Beverly, another of our cool black guys.  Track was so enjoyable for me, I quit smoking (haven’t touched one since) and went on to run HS and freshman college track in Florida. 
Finally, in an earlier input, I talked about the doo-wop group I sang  with: Tex Foelsing, Tex Fleegle and Kingfish Massey (our piano player).  It was all a wonderful experience.  Is it no wonder, then, that names and faces from the dorm and daily life made so much more of an impression on my now 64 year old memory banks than sitting in class did?
